you; they must observe from the public viewing areas 

 

 Bath an Elephant between 9.30 and 10.30 am  
Also includes footwork 

 

 Keepers morning break between 10.30 and 11.00 am  
 

 Bird Section between 11.00 and 12.00 pm  
Feeding the Pelicans, Penguins & Otters 

 

 Large Mammal Section between 12.00 and 1.00pm 
Meet the Tapirs, Zebras, Bongos and feed the Giraffes 

  

 Keepers lunch break between 1.00 and 2.00 pm 
A lunch voucher is provided for an adult meal and tea/coffee or soft drink  

It is also permissible to go out of the zoo during this break, but remember to 

be back before your next session 

 

 Sea lions between 2.00 and 3.00 pm 
Watch the Sea lion show and then meet the Sea lions 

 

 Small Primates between 3.00 and 3.30 pm 
Report to the Small Primate House just before 3.00pm
